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In the latest poll prepared by Dr. Nabil Kukali on Information 
media:

(72.5 %)   Trust at various degrees the polls. 
 
(56.5 %)   Consider Al-Jazeera as the most watched news 

broadcasting station. Al-Arabiyyeh scored 17.8 %. 
 
(18.5 %)   Consider MBC as the most watched TV-station with a 

variety of programs. LBC scored 15.0%. 
 
(31.8 %)   Consider Rotana as the most watched singing station. 
 
(20.2 %)   Consider Palestine TV as the most watched terrestrial 

station. The Jordanian TV obtained 7.5 %. 
  
  
 
Beit Sahour:  from Majd Kukali– Information Section 
 
  
In the latest poll prepared by Dr. Nabil Kukali and conducted by the 
Palestinian Center for Public Opinion (PCPO) during the period from     
(10-14) March 2005, a random sample of (965) Palestinian adults over 18 
years representing the various demographic specimen of the Palestinian 
people in the West Bank, including East Jerusalem, and Gaza Strip was 
interviewed. Dr. Nabil Kukali, the PCPO president said the most 
important thing the results of this poll reveal is that the overwhelming 



majority of the Palestinian people, namely (78.6 %) are interested in the 
polls, which are conducted in the territories of the Palestinian Authority, 
and even (72.5%) trust these polls. The greatest confidence in these polls 
with (82.5%) is coming from the inhabitants of Gaza Strip compared with 
(67.8%) from those of the West Bank. Comparing the results of this poll 
with the results of a previous poll published on (24.9.2001), Dr. Kukali 
said, there is a considerable rise reaching (13.2%) of the confidence of the 
Palestinian people in the polling centers. “The results of this poll”, Dr. 
Kukali added, “are boosting the centers of public opinion operating in the 
PA territories as to continue with their enlightening process and 
strengthen one of the most important principles of democracy in the PA 
territories which is the assessment of how much the Palestinian people 
are aware of the various issues of life, the guarantee of the continuous 
flow of information and the “measurement” of the political power of the 
decision-maker and his popularity. Add thereto a regular feedback from 
the decision-making process to the people”. 
 
  
  
Dr. Nabil Kukali said the results of the poll where as follows: 
 
  
Tayseer Allouni: 
 
  
A substantial majority (70.5%) of the Palestinian people are of the 
opinion that the case of Al-Jazeera correspondent, the journalist Tayseer 
Allouni is not treated in the proper manner by the Spanish government, 
the matter which doesn’t agree with its interests in the Arab world, 
(18.7%) are of the opposite opinion and (10.8%) abstained from 
responding. 
 
  
Polls: 
  
Responding to the question: "Are you interested in the polls which are 
conducted in the territories of the Palestinian Authority, or not? " (29.4%) 
answered they are very interested, (49.2%) are somewhat interested, 
(11.7%) are somewhat not interested, (7.5%) said they are absolutely not 
interested and (2.2%) answered I don’t know. 
And to the question: "Up to which extent in general do you trust what you 
read and/or hear from the polls carried out in the Palestinian territories" 
(23.0%) responded that they too much trust such polls, (49.5%) somehow 



trust them, (21.0%) don’ t trust them so much, (5.1%) don’ t trust them at 
all and (1.4%) answered don’ t know. 
 
  
The News Broadcasting Stations: 
  
Responding to the question: "Which TV satellite news broadcast do you 
prefer to watch in general ? (Open question)" (56.5%) said Al-Jazeera, 
(17.8%) Al-Arabiyyeh, (6.4%) Al-Manar, (5.0%) the liberal broadcasts    
(Al-Hurra), (1.0%) the news broadcasts (Al-Akhbarya), (2.5%) otherwise 
and (10.8%) responded with “ none” . 
Broadcasts with variety of programs: 
 
  
Responding to the question: "Which TV satellite broadcast with a variety 
of programs is the most favorable to you ? (Open question)" (18.5%) said 
MBC, (15.0%) the Lebanese LBC, (8.7%) Future, (5.3%) Dubai, (4.3%) 
Read TV, (4.0%) Abu Dhabi TV, (3.3%) Rotana Cinema, (2.8%) MBC 2, 
(2.6%) Al-Arabiyyeh, (2.4%) Al-Manar, (1.6%) Jordan TV, (1.5%) Syria 
TV, (1.4%) Egypt TV, (1.3%) Liberal TV (Al-Hurra), (1.2%) Nile TV, 
(2.9%) otherwise and (23.2%) answered “ none” . 
 
  
The Singing Broadcasts: 
 
Regarding the question: "Which singing (musical) TV satellite broadcast 
do you favorably watch in general ? (Open question)" (31.8%) answered 
Rotana, (6.3%) Mazzika, (3.6%) Melody Hits, (2.2%) Strike TV, (2.1%) 
the Golf broadcasts, (1.9%) Dream, (1.8%) the Stars TV, (1.6%) 
Nagham, (1.5%) Zen, (1.2%) the Youth (Al-Shababiyyeh) and (46.0%) 
answered “ none” . 
 
  
Terrestrial Broadcasts: 
 
  
And finally responding to the question: "Which terrestrial TV-broadcast 
is in general the most favorable to you? (Open question)" (20.2%) 
answered Palestine TV, (7.5%) the Jordanian TV, (6.6%) Israel TV, 
(18.5%) answered otherwise and (47.2%) answered “ none” . 
 
  
Few facts about the poll 
  



President of the PCPO, Dr Nabil Kukali, stated that the poll was 
conducted March (10 – 14), 2005, and the interviews in that survey were 
carried out face to face inside the respondents’  homes, the choice of 
which is randomly performed according to PCPO’s long experienced 
scientific methodology. The sampling error throughout the survey is 
found at (±3.15%). The percentage of female respondents was (48.3%) 
whilst that of the male ones was (51.7%), and the average age of the 
respondents was (32) years. The distribution of the random sample 
among the residential areas of the respondents was (64.5%) in the West 
Bank, incl. East Jerusalem, and (35.5%) in Gaza Strip. Dr. Kukali said 
that the average size of the respondent families was (7.1) individuals, and 
the percentage of married respondents in the sample added up to (65.2%), 
while that of the single ones reached (32.2%), and that of other cases was 
(2.6%). 
  
  
Methodology: 
 
  
A stratified 3-stage cluster random sample of (965) individuals 18 years 
or older was selected from the West Bank (including East Jerusalem) and 
Gaza Strip.  The first stage involves selecting 60 clusters with populations 
of 1,000 or more individuals (after stratification by district and type of 
community- urban, rural, and refugee camp) with probabilities 
proportional to size (PPS).  The second stage involves selecting 10 
households in each of the chosen clusters.  Stage 3 involves selecting one 
individual in each household using Last Birthday Method.  Face-to-face 
interviews are then conducted with the selected individuals. 
 
 
PCPO Profile: 

 
The Palestinian Center for Public Opinion (PCPO) was founded in 
February 1994 in Beit Sahour by Dr. Nabil Kukali, who becomes the 
president for this center since that time. After the arrival of the 
Palestinian Authority (PA), the PCPO was registered as a research center 
under license number ����� .  The Palestinian�� Ministry of Information 
issued the license that permits establishing satellite offices elsewhere in 
the West Bank and Gaza Strip. The PCPO has a team of well-trained 
interviewers throughout the Palestinian territories. It is dedicated to 
conducting public opinion surveys workshops and focus group sessions 
on various topics, and rendering services in the field of investment, 
including feasibility studies. 
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
